MINUTES, HENDERSON CITY COUNCIL March 17, 2021
Meeting called to order at 7:00 P.M. by Acting Mayor Janet Boese, Mayor Menne arrived 8:15 PM; present were council members Randy Tiegs, Steve Sellner and Amy Hardel via Zoom.  Also present were Police Chief Dimitri Ikonitski, Beth Cornish, James Kroehler, James Brenno, Jeff Steinborn, Chad from McGwire Iron, Alison Jones, Chris Knutson and Quinten and Carol Gmack their realtor and potential buyers of their lots via Zoom. Social distancing methods were implemented, Zoom used.
Motion Sellner, seconded Tiegs to approve the minutes from March 17 and 22, 2021 meetings. Motion carried.
Chad from McGwire Iron presented information on their completed and ongoing water tower project five-year plan and expansion of that plan.  He will develop a longer-term plan and submit it to the Henderson City Council at a future date.
James Kroehler reported that Hawkins did City of Henderson water composition tests, 5 hydrants that need repairs and discussed chemical feeds, water pressures and operations and taking readings at the water and sewer facilities.  Water quality results were provided to S.E.H. for review.  Chris Knutson reported that they can do a pilot study on monitoring and then initiating a project for improving the quality.  After review and discussion motion Tiegs, seconded Sellner to hire S.E.H. to perform this pilot study.  Motion carried.

Review of a proposal to set a hearing to vacate North 9th Street, Block 92 between Oak, and Cedar Streets.  Quinten Gmach, his realtor, and a potential home buyer spoke in favor of holding this hearing.  Motion Hardel, seconded Tiegs to approve Resolution 2021-03 to set a hearing for 7:00 P.M. on Wednesday, May 19.  Motion carried 3-1, voting in favor Tiegs, Hardel, Boese; opposed Sellner.
James Brenno appeared on behalf of Henderson Outpost to request an On-Sale Wine license.  In review of the current Henderson City Code there has not been a fee set for this type of license.   Motion Tiegs, seconded Sellner to set the annual license application fee at $1000.  Motion carried

Discussion on the merits of the application, the business, if it was an appropriate use, additional requirements that maybe needed, etc.

Motion Hardel, Seconded Tiegs to approve the Henderson Outpost on Sale Wine Application provided they meet appropriate state criteria and pay for a prorated COVID 19 2021 fee based on a $500 license.  Motion carried.  Before this license is valid it must be approved by the Minnesota Liquor Control Department.

Motion Tiegs, seconded Sellner to hold the First Reading of Ordinance 234 related to Right of Way, motion carried.

Motion Tiegs, seconded Sellner to hold first reading of Ordinance 235 to codify the Henderson City Code-motion carried.

Police Chief Ikonitski presented the department report.  Tiegs would like to see nuisance ordinance enforcement done year around.  Discussion on patrolling and staffing.  More enforcement and open burning/garbage burning was discussed.
Chris Knutson provided an update on the Sanitary Sewer Construction project and recommended approval of pay request 6 (see bills below)-motion Tiegs, seconded Boese to approve this request. Questions related to refuse pickup, poor communications, getting things out of social media were reviewed. 
City Attorney Jones made comments on ordinance codification and outdoor drinking rules and enforcement.
Mayor Menne was now present.

City Administrator went over activity report.
Utility Committee reported that some meters (more than 15) not working and new ones will replace them.

Park committee reported that they recommended approving Resolution 2021-02 for a landscape agreement with MNDOT on Highway 19 west, and other trails and planting work.
