MINUTES, HENDERSON CITY COUNCIL, WEDNESDAY, August 19, 2020
Meeting called to order at 7:00 P.M. by Mayor Paul Menne; present were council members Janet Boese, Robyn Geldner, Jim Wartman and Randy Tiegs.  Also, present Brendan Moore, City Attorney Alison Jones, Emergency Management Director Tom Phillips, Dimitri Ikonitski, Alex Schmidt, Rachel Wittrock, Jeff Steinborn and Chris Knutson.  Social distancing methods were implemented and Zoom used.
Motion Wartman, seconded Geldner to approve the minutes from July 15, 2020 meetings. Motion carried.
Brendan Moore addressed the council to discuss flood mitigation options and to find highway access solutions saying Highway 93 should not be the only MNDOT Highway access to be considered.  Discussion on prior history and current status-no action taken.
Police Chief Ikonitski presented July report.
Chris Knutson from S.E.H. went over the latest information for the 2020 Sanitary Sewer/Utility/Street project and presented final plans and a recommended bid dates of either September 11 or 14.  Motion Geldner, seconded Wartman to approve the plans and specifications as submitted and set Friday, September 11, 2020 at 1PM as the bid date for the project.  Motion carried
City attorney explained her presence when asked and that she will be attending future meetings more frequently.

City Administrator went over activity report, FEMA projects, water tower project, updated League of Cities COVID information including CARES funding, meeting with Budget and Finance and Jaguar transfer to Metronet..
Discussion of correspondence from John Glisczinski at Sibley County regarding CARES money.

Motion Tiegs, seconded Geldner to support the Sibley County Small Business Grants program but not take applications locally.  Motion carried

Motion Tiegs, seconded Geldner to add discussion on the Tuesday night car event as an agenda item.  Mayor Menne was not comfortable with discussing until the Henderson Police Chief and Jeff Steinborn were present-topic added.  When they returned to the meeting room discussions and comments centered around garbage (Berberich will pick up August 20-Steinborn will discuss with businesses to pick around their area); questions on wearing masks (police chief indicated their role would be to educate); parking in yellow (Henderson Police Department to strictly enforce); Henderson Police Department to provide 2 officers; also discussions with participating businesses to promote safely.
Personnel-Menne reported Alex Schmidt will be the water and sewer worker; encouraged him to train for getting industry licenses; scada system looked at later-use existing transmitter with notifications transferred from Henderson to Le Sueur.

Budget and Finance presented bond fund balance, current and future projected tax levy and continue to work with Ehlers and Associates on planning
