MINUTES, HENDERSON CITY COUNCIL February 17, 2021
Meeting called to order at 7:00 P.M. by Acting Mayor Janet Bosse; present were council members Randy Tiegs, Steve Sellner and Amy Hardel.  Also present were Police Chief Dimitri Ikonitski, City Attorney Alison Jones, Beth Cornish, Jeff Steinborn, and Alex Schmidt. Social distancing methods were implemented, Zoom used with Paul Menne commenting through Zoom-participants left as their subject matter completed.
Motion Tiegs, seconded Hardel to approve the minutes from January 20, 2021 meeting. Motion carried.
Police Chief Ikonitski presented the department report and made hiring/staffing recommendations.  Jason Lenertz recommended to be hired a full-time police officer; Eric Karel part time and move Alex Schmidt to part time.
Motion Sellner, seconded Hardel to make a conditional job offer to hire Jason Lenertz to and pay him $19.65 an hour pending passage of psychological and physical exams.  Discussion on costs, budget, and affordability of the position.  The position would be funded 75% through the tax levy and 25% of work provided would be for the water and sewer departments.  1-year probation. Voting yes Hardel, Sellner, Boese-against Tiegs.  Motion carried 3-1.
Motion Tiegs, seconded Sellner to make a conditional job offer to hire Eric Karels and pay him $19.65 an hour pending passage of psychological and physical exams as a Henderson Police Officer paid out of the Police funds also on a 1-year probationary basis.  Motion unanimously carried.

Motion Tiegs, seconded Sellner to move Alex Schmidt to part time position in the police department but allow him perform Water, sewer, street, park, and other general maintenance activities when needed and available and to thank him for his full-time service.  Motion unanimously carried.
Information on the status of the Henderson City Code codification process was provided with discussion led by the city attorney.  A special meeting will be held to review after the revised codification information becomes available (March 22 at 5 PM?)
City Attorney Jones provided a memorandum related to constitutional protected speech based on recent correspondence received.  No action taken.

City Administrator went over activity report, FEMA projects, street sign program and staffing. 
Discussion, comments, and clarification on recent Henderson Area Chamber of commerce meeting and comments related to staffing commitments and status made by Mayor Menne.  No actions taken.
