MINUTES, HENDERSON CITY COUNCIL REGULAR MEETING, WEDNESDAY, FEBRUARY 13, 2013
Meeting called to order at 7:00 P.M. by Mayor Paul Menne at the community meeting room.  Present were council members Randall Tiegs, Kelly Braun and Jeff Steinborn.  Also in attendance were Randy Haken, Nick Pollack, Andrew Deidrich, Tim Nytes, Jeff Kerkow, James Kroehler, Cory James, Brad Potter, Loren Edberg, City Attorney Alison Jones, LaNeaene Bender (change) and Troy Koester of the Henderson Independent.
Motion Tiegs, seconded Steinborn approve minutes from the January 16, 2013 meeting.  Motion carried
Police Chief Haken presented his monthly report, discussed portable speed sign and other items.  Motion Tiegs, seconded Braun to waive second reading and adopt Ordinance 227 related to snow emergency enforcement.  Motion carried 4-0.

Individuals representing potential purchasers of lots in Oak View Heights second addition were present to make requests of the city council and presented an addendum to a purchase agreement to use as a template.  City Attorney Jones presented additional information on the subject.

Motion Tiegs, seconded Steinborn to allow new purchasers of lots 5 & 6 in Block 2 as described on the attached addendum to the purchase agreement to be included in relevant sections of resolution 2012-07 relating to waiving of fees for new housing construction provided the purchases meets the terms as described in this addendum.  Motion carried.
Loren Edberg, Acting President of the Henderson Chamber of Commerce resented a request related to snow removal in the Main Street area; this request was taken under advisement.

Cory James and brad Potter representing I & S Group presented the feasibility study for City of Henderson Water Quality Improvement.  Questions and answers with Jeff Kerkow and James Kroehler also involved in the discussion as well.
Motion Steinborn, seconded Tiegs to accept the  I & S report as presented.  Additional implementation will not begin until more information is gathered on future possibilities.
Lon Berberich and Jeff Steinborn representing the Joseph R. Brown Heritage Society presented a resolution to designate a Joseph R. Brown Day.

Motion Tiegs, seconded Steinborn to have the library board continue with its current members (Roseanne Tesch, Jen Wartman, Bard Conrad, Amy Hardel, Karen Swenson).  Motion carried.
It was decided to invite members to the May 2013 city council workshop to discuss operations, budget, staffing and procedures.

Tiegs and Steinborn reported on the February 2013 MRVPUC meeting, good quick meeting.

Jeff Steinborn reported on EDA, new Sibley County Administrator will be invited on the April workshop.

Discussion on the curbside chat was postponed until the March workshop.

Menne and Braun reported on the Personnel committee meeting that included discussions with part time police offers, James Kroehler, Lon Berberich and Nick Pollack; the meeting went well and it was recommended to enter into the attached agreement with Administrator/Clerk/treasurer Berberich.
