MINUTES, HENDERSON CITY COUNCIL REGULAR MEETING, WEDNESDAY, JANUARY 16, 2013
Meeting called to order at 7:00 P.M. by Mayor Paul Menne at the community meeting room.  Present were council members Randall Tiegs, James Brenno, Kelly Braun and Jeff Steinborn.  Also in attendance were Todd Hagen and Troy Koester of the Henderson Independent.
Motion Tiegs, seconded Braun to approve minutes from the January 16, 2013 meeting.  Motion carried
Todd Hagen from Ehlers and Associates presented the closing information for the 2013A $220,000 general obligation bond dated January 30, 2013.  Motion Tiegs, seconded Brenno to approve Resolution 2013-04 approving this sale to United Bankers Bank per the proposal.  Motion carried.  Hagen also discussed interest rates; revising the FMP and the city debt to market value ratio; and making a concerted effort needs to reduce this ratio.

Review of the police chief report and a proposal to amend the Henderson City Code related to declaration of a snow emergency.  Discussion on requesting that the reports provide additional information and to post it on the website, suggestions were made relating to visiting schools and that policies and procedures relating to being more proactive and self-initiated implemented.
Motion Braun, seconded Brenno to introduce Ordinance 227 to amend the Henderson City Code related to Declaration of a Snow Emergency and to waive reading the ordinance. Motion carried

City Administrator Berberich discussed the status of the I & S report presentation scheduled for February 13; status of the Corps compliance report (meeting in St. Paul February 7); activity report and worker compensation insurance for the city council (no).
Mayor Menne reported on the Personnel committee meeting: the police department is working on getting a cell phone system incorporated into their communications system and the items talked about above will be discussed at a future meeting; meetings and discussions held with Pollack; Kroehler; Phillips and Berberich.  Another meeting will be held January 28 and the part time officers’ police officers will be brought in.
Braun reported on the recent Henderson Fire Commission meeting and a visit to LeCenter to get information on their joint powers agreement.  The townships will bring up the joint powers arrangement at their March annual meetings for a vote.

Tiegs, Brenno and Steinborn reported on the January 2013 MRVPUC meeting.

Steinborn reported that Tim Dolan resigned as Sibley County Economic Director, that there was a record number of requests for start-up business help and that the first payroll review went fine. Menne reported he is working with the Chamber of Commerce on economic development related matters.

Motion Tiegs, seconded Steinborn to approve the December 2012 end of month report.  Motion carried

Motion Braun, seconded Brenno to approve resolution 2013-03 paying Evolution Media and design for service.  Motion carried 4-0 with Jeff Steinborn abstaining.
