MINUTES, HENDERSON CITY COUNCIL REGULAR MEETING, WEDNESDAY, JULY 17, 2013
Meeting called to order at 6:30 P.M. by Mayor Paul Menne at the community meeting room.  The meeting continued with inspections of park land at the north end of city limits, the civil defense siren/whistle at Market and 3rd Street, the ditch along South Street and the Henderson Public Library.  Present were council members Randall Tiegs and James Brenno and Troy Koester.  Also present when the meeting was resumed at the meeting room were Cory James, Tom Phillips, Police Chief Randy Haken, Street Superintendent Nick Pollack, Lee Browning, Les Trimbo and Troy Koester.
A survey map was distributed of the park land north of Henderson city limits recently donated to the City of Henderson by Sibley County.  Annexation of this property will be considered at a future date.

When a stop was made to discuss and sound the siren Jeff Du Charme and Tammy Linkert (neighbor who lives directly across the street) were present.  Both voiced their support of no longer sounding the siren.  The siren was tested in the 5 second mode cycle.
When a stop was made at the ditch on South Street adjacent to the Jerry and Tammy Trimbo property Tom Phillips was present.  Additional options will be explored to improve maintenance of the ditch.

When a stop was made at the Henderson Public Library Bard Conrad, Amy Hardel, Jennifer Wartmann and Cathy Engel were present.  The exterior retaining wall and interior facets of the building and property were looked at. 

Motion Tiegs, seconded Brenno approve minutes from the July 17 meeting.  Motion carried.
Police Chief Haken presented the June monthly report indicating he picked up the speed trailer and it is operational, violation letters have been sent out for compliance, he is continuing with his education and mentoring program, expects interviews for hiring more part time officers to be complete in August (Officer Bones resigned, he recently took the Deputy position in Carver County), discussed Sauerkraut day’s events (Council Member Tiegs indicated consequences need to result when violations occur) and went over monthly activities.
Motion Tiegs, seconded Brenno to approve the application on John Seaver to remove the sanitary sewer service from their recently purchased property at 201 South 5th Street (the lot is going to be combined with the one to the south).  Motion carried

Motion Brenno, seconded Tiegs to approve the delinquent assessment list as presented.  Motion carried.

Cory James from I & S Engineering went over their proposal for the implementation of water system improvements and recent findings; he will continue to report on findings.
City Administrator Berberich reported on administration of Sibley County ARMER grant (Phillips said purchases will be made shortly), conveyance of public property; DNR agreement on a stream flow gauge and other monthly activities.
Motion Tiegs, seconded Brenno to adopt Resolution 2013-09 approving the transfer of land request for public use in Park Hill Addition.  Motion carried.

Motion Tiegs, seconded Brenno to enter into an income contract with the State of Minnesota Department of Natural Resources for providing assistance for maintaining a stream flow gauge.  Motion carried.
Mayor Menne went over a summary of prior meeting inspection activities for the civil defense siren and continuing it to be sounded at noon and 9 PM in 5 second mode cycle increments.  Comments above from residents at the Market/3rd Street site asked that the noon/9 sounding be discontinue (current timer is set at a 5 second cycle according to Street Superintendent Nick Pollack).  Tom Phillips and Les Trimbo expressed their desire to continue it for the 5 second interval.  Mayor Menne and Council Members Tiegs agreed to continue the 5 second noon and 9 PM cycle daily.

A discussion on library inspection and appointment to the Henderson Public Library Board was held.  By consensus it was agreed to work with the adjoining property owner first to see if a landscape solution can be agreed upon and then make the landscaping option selected a community repair related project per the suggestions of the Board.  Council Members Brenno and Tiegs were appointed to a committee to work on this.  Council Member Tiegs agreed to serve on the Henderson Public Library Board if meetings could be moved to the third Monday of the month. 

Street Superintendent Pollack presented an offer for the less purchase of a new dump truck.  Motion Tiegs, seconded Brenno to take bids for a new dump truck/snow plow with attachments with these bids (lease purchase option acceptable) to presented at the August 21, 2013 Henderson City Council meeting.  Motion carried.
An email from Jeff Steinborn related to the Growing Sibley County was distributed.

Tiegs and Brenno reported on recent MRVPUC activities including repairing lift station pumps; Council Member Braun via email indicated he was in favor of doing all the repairs now.  Motion Brenno, seconded Tiegs to make the necessary repairs to lift station number 2 per the email from Brian Skok and the price quote from Dave Braun of Power Process.  Motion carried.
Motion Tiegs, seconded Brenno to authorize an additional up to $1500 to do minimal repairs on Mill Street between South 5th and 6th Streets.  Motion carried.

Motion Tiegs, seconded Brenno to approve the June 2013 end of month report.  Motion carried
