MINUTES, HENDERSON CITY COUNCIL SPECIAL MEETING, WEDNESDAY, June 10, 2020
Meeting called to order at 7:00 P.M. by Mayor Paul Menne-also on ZOOM; present were council members Jim Wartman, Randy Tiegs, Robyn Geldner and Janet Boese in person.  Also present at the meeting room were Henderson Police Chief Dimitri Ikonitski, Alex Schmidt, Amy Ross, meeting moderator Jeff Steinborn, Rachel Miller-social distancing methods were implemented and followed; other attended via Zoom
Mayor Menne presented information on the Prince Legacy Henderson Project Inc. (Joel King-Chief Officer) and requested they be awarded a $3000 grant that they can use for incentive to keep the Prince statue in Henderson and that he would donate his remaining 2020 Henderson city stipend to the project if it remained at the current proposed location.  Amy Ross-co-owner of the property, spoke on behalf of and in support of this request

Extensive discussion on the request both for and against.

Motion Menne, seconded Geldner to grant the Prince Legacy Henderson Project Inc. $3000 to be used for Prince statue related purposes provided they verify their nonprofit status by July 4, they are paid within 7 days of verification and that the statue remains in Henderson for 5 year.  Voting for Menne, Geldner, Wartman, Tiegs; opposed Boese-Carried 4-1.
City Administrator reported on COVID 19 related items including lands and building and opening parks and camping June 10, 2020 per Executive Order 20-73.  Motion Wartman, seconded Geldner to keep the Community Building meeting room closed except for city meetings.  Motion carried.

Mayor Menne provided an update on the flood mitigation bills-still active n the House and Senate

Jeff Steinborn provided an update on the roll-in.

Jim Wartman reported that new native grasses on the levee area are getting established; will take 3 years to establish; working with Gilman on maintenance.

Motion Tiegs, seconded Geldner to approve the election judge list as presented.  Motion carried.

Motion Geldner, seconded Wartman to accept the proposal to perform ordinance codification per the contract submitted starting with the $6800 base fee.  Voting for Geldner, Menne, Wartman, Boese-opposed Tiegs-carried 4-1.

Motion Tiegs, seconded Geldner to approve the revised meeting schedule.  Motion carried.

Mayor Menne reported on recent Personnel Committee meetings-per suggestion by Boese going to investigate a temporary service for park work and maintenance.

Extensive discussion on the Committee recommendation to make Alex Schmidt a full time employee effective June 16, 2020 and assign water and the to be established newly monitored wastewater checks to his/the Henderson Police department work schedule work and pay this part of the police budgeted salary from those departments as is appropriate.

Council Members Boese and Tiegs disagreed with this recommendation suggesting other alternatives be studied and pursued.

After extensive discussion motion Menne, seconded Geldner to move Alex Schmidt to a full time City of Henderson employee position effective June 16. 2020 with further negotiations on duties and functions to continue as the exact duties become more defined in continued discussions with the City of Le Sueur for Wastewater duties and add COVID 19 staffing duties as they become more defined.  Voting for Menne, Geldner, Wartman; opposed Tiegs and Boese.  Motion carried 3-2.
