MINUTES, HENDERSON CITY COUNCIL, WEDNESDAY, March 18, 2020
Meeting called to order at 7:00 P.M. by Mayor Paul Menne; present were council members Jim Wartman (via phone), Randy Tiegs, Robyn Geldner and Janet Boese.  Also present were Troy Koester, Dimitri Ikonitski, Andy Berg and Lucy Meyer.  Social distancing methods were implemented.
Motion Tiegs, seconded Geldner to approve minutes of February 19, 2020 meeting.  Motion carried- (Wartman yes by phone).
Police Chief Ikonitski presented his report and reviewed information by email and discussed introducing an ordinance for rental unit licensing.
Andy Berg from Abdo, Eick and Meyers presented the 2019 City of Henderson financial report via slides (sent via email), went over the MD & A and recommended the capital outlay classification be increased to $5000.
Motion Boese, seconded Tiegs to approve increasing the capital outlay amount to $5000.  Motion carried all in favor and Wartman yes via phone.

Motion Geldner, seconded Tiegs to approve the 2019 financial report.  Motion carried with Wartman voting in favor via phone
Review of proposals from S.E.H. to perform Henderson levee upgrades and plans as it relates to the Minnesota State Highway project.  Motion Tiegs, seconded Boese to approve the $26,000 option with completion by May of 2020.   Motion carried with Wartman voting in favor by phone.

Review of employment and information related to the COVID 19 virus.

Motion Tiegs, seconded Gelder to allow full time employees to work from home and be paid full salaries and not be required to use PTO effective immediately through April 15, 2020; close the city garage, office and meeting room to the public unless proper protocol is followed; close the campground, keep the bathrooms locked and encourage following guidelines recommended by the CDC and Governor of Minnesota Executive orders regarding the COVID 19 virus until April 15, 2020.  Motion carried with Wartman voting yes via phone.  

City Administrator reported on activity report, discussions with Le Sueur on JPA/Wastewater agreement, up to $15,000 in improvements needed and how staffing and reimbursements will be addressed; FEMA on 2018 and 2019 Disasters, debt balances and discussions with the auditor and First State Bank of Henderson, 2020 Board of Review date (April 22), workers comp increases; MPCA correspondence on wastewater treatment system license needed (none), Republic Correspondence, Xcel correspondence; lighting quotes for water tower-they will not be requested unless another group volunteers to spearhead paying for them; no chemicals will be sprayed on public lawns other than what the Henderson Lions Club decides to use for ballfield maintenance and what is needed for proper native planting installation and maintenance and other monthly activities.
Menne reported on flood mitigation legislation and that flood fest has been postponed
