MINUTES, HENDERSON CITY COUNCIL, WEDNESDAY, May 15, 2019
Meeting called to order at 5:45 P.M. by Mayor Paul Menne at the city garage for inspections (inspected garage, water tower, blacktop areas, storage building, pump house).  Present were council members Jim Wartman, Randy Tiegs and Janet Boese.  Also present were Troy Koester, Bruce Gustafson, staff from ISG, Chase Boehne Steve Fries, Glenna Fries, Bev Mathison and Police Chief Karl Haugen.
Motion Wartman, seconded Tiegs to approve minutes from the Aril 17, 2019 meeting.  Motion carried.
Police Chief Haugen provided monthly report, hiring of part time officers.  Boese brought up enforcement of young kids diving without helmets bus stop enforcement and parking in the yellow for safety enforcement.  Tiegs questioned the part time interview process and procedures and hiring people via telephone interviews-Personnel Committee will review.

Bev Mathison from Republic Services went over the last year of history of service and focused on changes in recycling.  There will be no rate change at this time.  Marketing and publicity to get the word on recycling will be escalated.

Discussion on meeting with ISG on the water supply pipe rehab proposal.  Motion Tiegs, seconded Boese to accept the full proposal--3rd option not to exceed $5000 and if similar prices stay with McGwire Iron to perform the work.  Motion carried.

Steve and Glenna Fries presented revisions to their previously approved development plat.  Motion Tiegs, seconded Boese to accept the proposals as submitted including no blacktop required on the streets and changes to the ponding/drainage plan.

Review of Blacktop proposals-Motion Tiegs, seconded Wartman to reject the proposals as submitted, authorize Chase Boehne to do Area 5 and rebid Areas 1, 3, 5 and 7 and set a special meeting at Mayor Menne discretion to review any new proposals.  Motion carried.

City Administrator reported on activity report, discussions with Le Sueur and attorney on JPA; FEMA on 2018 Disaster, Sibley, making repairs to the Henderson pump house/emergency management building (part of the project to be paid for through the 2018 Disaster), Board of Review April 30 Henderson Lions donation on tractor purchase and other monthly activities.
Motion Tiegs, seconded Wartman to purchase an X730 Lawn tractor with trade-in for $4200 from Kibble Equipment of Belle Plaine with the $4200 to be reimbursed by the Henderson Lions Club.  Motion carried.
Wartman reported on receipt of grant for native grass planting and timeline for installation.
Mayor Menne reported on meeting with MNDOT and discussions with the Governor’s Office on Flood Mitigation project and possibilities. As well as Personnel Committee meeting with the police chief and selection process for part time officers.
Mayor Menne asked about spraying weeds at the Oak View Heights Out lot, Motion Tiegs, seconded Boese to approve this to be done-carried.  He also discussed weeds at the city park playground.  He will work with council Member Geldner on this.
