MINUTES, HENDERSON CITY COUNCIL REGULAR MEETING, WEDNESDAY, MARCH 15, 2017
Meeting called to order at 7:00 P.M. by Mayor Paul Menne at the community meeting room.  Present were council members Randy Tiegs, Robyn Geldner, Kelly Braun and Jim Wartman.  Also present were Police Chief Karl Haugen, Jeff Steinborn, Megan Graham, Denny Graham, Kyle Meyers, and Troy Koester.
Police Chief Haugen reported on monthly activities and discussed how things would proceed going forward including vehicle and equipment maintenance and thanked the Henderson Fire Department for their assistance.  Motion Braun, seconded Geldner to approve the report as submitted. Motion carried.

Motion Tiegs, seconded Geldner to approve minutes from the February 15, 22 and 28 meetings.  Motion carried.
Megan Graham appeared before the city council to discuss the new park shelter building and submitted a letter indicating the Henderson Sauerkraut Days Committee would pledge to pay back $30,000 over 6 years for a new building at Bender Park.
Motion Wartman, seconded Geldner to accept a $10,000 grant from SEMIF for the park shelter project.  Motion carried.

Motion Tiegs, seconded Geldner to accept the letter from the Henderson Sauerkraut Days Committee related to the new Bender Park building and authorize paying professional fees for the plans as well as allowing the project to move forward assuming a base cost of the structure would not exceed $50,000.  Motion carried.  (Initial proposals came in at over $50,000-no additional recommendations at this time.)

Kyle Meyers from Abdo, Eyck and Meyers presented the 2016 audit.  Motion Tiegs, seconded Geldner to accept the audit as presented.  Motion carried.

City Administrator reported on activity report, Wi-Fi project status, MNDOT flood mitigation project and calendar.
Menne reported on Henderson Fire District meeting: thought things went well; new officers elected; new fire fighter, plans for new engine pumper; working in SOP.

Wartman, Tiegs and Geldner reported on MRVPUC-financials are looking good; moving to have the plant operator do more management; lots of activities and meetings-plant tours available.
