MINUTES, HENDERSON CITY COUNCIL REGULAR MEETING, WEDNESDAY, March 21, 2018
Meeting called by Mayor Paul Menne at 7:00 P.M.  Present were council members Kelly Braun, Robyn Geldner, Jim Wartman and Randy Tiegs.  Also present were Terry Bovee, Jeff Steinborn, Denny Graham, Layne Kochelman, Beverly Mathiasen, Lindsey Cassman, Karl Haugen, Steve Fries and Troy Koester.

Motion Wartman, seconded Geldner to approve minutes from the February 21, 2018 meeting.  Motion carried.

Police Chief Haugen provided monthly report, Officer Luiken is taking a full-time job and he will start trying to find replacement officers; he is working on adopting an ammunition policy.
Beverly Mathiasen and Lindsey Cassman representing Republic Services (General Manager and Operations Manager), the City of Henderson contracted refuse and recycle hauler introduced themselves.  The agreement with them expires in August of this year and they are looking at a new proposal.  Also, they have and will be providing additional recycle information.
Jeff Steinborn representing the rollin group provided the 2018 schedule and went over 2018 plans.

Layne Kochelman of Abdo, Eick and Meyers presented the 2017 audit and financial report.  After answering questions, a motion made by Tiegs, seconded by Braun to accept the report was approved.  Motion carried.

City Administrator reported on activity report, housing study presentation, insurance policy updates, looking at an intern shared with nonprofit groups and other monthly activities and financial policies including setting a housing meeting for April and revising the Henderson Comprehensive plan.
Braun reported on Henderson Fire District meeting including new wages for officers.
Geldner and Wartman reported on MRVPUC meeting and activities.
Steve Fries asked for waiver of permit fees for the residential construction for the last 2 residential lots available to build on in Maple Ridge Addition.   Motion Geldner, Wartman to waive fees per the request.  Voting in favor Menne, Tiegs, Geldner, Wartman; opposed Braun.  Motion carried 4-1.

Fries informed the council he plans to work on platting additional lots in the Henderson City limits west of Maple Ridge.  He is looking for the city to contribute to blacktopping the streets.  Meetings will be held with ISG when a final proposal/request will be submitted to develop the 7.4 acres

Motion Tiegs, seconded Braun to approve the February end of month report.  Motion carried
