Motion Steinborn, seconded Brenno to approve minutes from the March 16, 2015 meeting.  Motion carried.
Written March report from Police Chief Haken presented.  The report discussed permits for golf carts and letter to the Henderson Sportsman’s Club.
Terry Bovee discussed the 2015 roll-in and request for a police officer to be placed in the 5th and Main Street area with reimbursement for the use of these services.

Motion Brenno, seconded Braun to instruct the police chief to schedule an officer to be on duty during the 2015 roll-in events on Tuesday evenings.  Motion carried.

Eileen Brandt discussed Henderson Pride Day and work assignments.
City Administrator reported on activity report and codes and policies, comprehensive plan meeting, Bolton and Menk mitigation project with Dirt Merchant payment 1, I and S project with wall replacement and paving plan, KMA proposal update, building permit fees history (will review at an upcoming meeting), status of disaster 4182, Parrott FEMA debris removal project, the Blandin mobile community application project, historic district signs and kiosk project, DNR agreement, insurance liability waiver, worker compensation loss analysis and assessment agreement.

Braun reported that he will work on a paving plan.
