MINUTES, HENDERSON CITY COUNCIL REGULAR MEETING, 
WEDNESDAY, MAY 20, 2015
Meeting called to order at 7:00 P.M. by Mayor Paul Menne at the community meeting room.  Present were council members Jeff Steinborn, Kelly Braun, Randy Tiegs and James Brenno.  Also present were Bob Plieseis, James Bauman and Police Chief Randy Haken.
Motion Steinborn, seconded Brenno to approve minutes from the April 21, 2015 meeting.  Motion carried.
Police Chief Haken presented the April report.  Estimates for the car repair still being researched, reported on MNCS burglary and nuisance information sent out, looking at golf cart ordinance-Council Member Menne recommended looking as the Madison Lake ordinance.
Bob Plieseis appeared before the council asking for more enforcement for vehicles parking in the yellow marked zones.  He also asked about main street crosswalk signs.  In addition he was wondering what is going on with the water quality and if more organized procedures could not be used for flushing, opening or hydrants and keeping water service and discoloration and eye appeal changes to a minimum.  All the comments were noted with an explanation of the comprehensive 3+ year approach to address these concerns. City staff will continue to work on this project.

City of Henderson Building Official James Bauman presented information on the current fee schedule.  After an extension discussion Council Member Tiegs volunteered to obtain information from similar size area communities for a comparison and report back at a future meeting. 
City Administrator reported on activity report and codes and policies, comprehensive plan meeting, Bolton and Menk mitigation project, I and S project with wall replacement, KMA proposal update, status of disaster 4182, Parrott FEMA debris removal project, the Blandin mobile community application project, historic district signs and kiosk project.
Steinborn reported on Sibley County EDA and possible reorganization.

Braun reported that he will continue to work with Steinborn on a paving plan.

Steinborn reported on Library Board activities-railing work will be done shortly.
Community Education/Recreation is doing an outside analysis of their operations.

Tiegs and Steinborn reported on recent MRVPUC activities and program for return of overages for money saving projects and billing and that the department is down 2 operators.
