Motion Tiegs, seconded Steinborn to reopen the application process with similar terms and conditions as the previous application and allow previous applicants to resubmit their applications.  Motion carried.

Tiegs reported that Bruce Kelly would be interested as serving as interim police chief.

Motion Braun, seconded Steinborn to hire Bruce Kelly as Interim Police Chief for the City of Henderson to review the applications for the Henderson Police Chief position and perform duties as laid out an the attached agreement for services through August 31, 2016.  Motion carried 
City Attorney Alison Jones reported on the recent MRVPUC meeting where discussions were held about current and future operational procedures.   She also discussed termination of the joint powers agreement with Le Sueur relating to regulating the cable television franchise.  Assets are proposed to be split per the 2015 City of Henderson approved audited financial statement
City Administrator reported on activity report, Wi-Fi project status, comprehensive plan updates, Sibley County Municipalities meeting June 23 in Gaylord and other items and online utility bill payments.
Menne reported on Personnel Committee recommendations.
Motion Steinborn, seconded Tiegs to accept the Personnel Committee report and recommendations as submitted.  Motion carried.

Menne reported on weed inspections and enforcement.  The procedure to be followed will be to notice the property in violation as best as possible; if not in compliance hire a private firm to perform the service and bill the property owners and if not paid assess the property owners.
