MINUTES, HENDERSON CITY COUNCIL REGULAR MEETING, WEDNESDAY, JUNE 17, 2015
Meeting called to order at 7:00 P.M. by Mayor Paul Menne at the community meeting room.  Present were council members Jeff Steinborn, Randy Tiegs and James Brenno.  Also present were Byron Jost from Region 9, Nick Pollack, Troy Koester and Police Chief Randy Haken.
Motion Tiegs, seconded Brenno to approve minutes from the May 20, 2015 meeting.  Motion carried.

Steinborn reported on Sibley County EDA and possible reorganization and the the new Sibley County Administrator was at recent meetings and plans to visit each city in the upcoming months.

Paving plan presented and reviewed.-very good job by Braun and Steinborn.

Steinborn reported on Library Board activities-railing work will be done shortly.
Tiegs and Steinborn reported on recent MRVPUC activities and program, new representatives and ongoing operations.
