MINUTES, HENDERSON CITY COUNCIL REGULAR MEETING, WEDNESDAY, June 20, 2018
Meeting called by Mayor Paul Menne at 7:00 P.M. Present were council members Jim Wartman and Randy Tiegs.  Also present were Republic Services representatives, Jennifer Kolter, Cory James, Gary Crosby, Cara Bishop, Ken Preuhs and Police Chief Karl Haugen.
Motion Wartman, seconded Tiegs to approve minutes from the May 16, 2018 meeting.  Motion carried.

Police Chief Haugen provided monthly report, interviewing part time officers, Jessy Dols status, preparing for Sauerkraut Day’s, continuing to work on Rollin traffic control, enforcement on North 5th Street and switching up hours some.
Representatives from Republic Services went over the revised proposal for service, discussed how the recycle market is evolving and changing, how revisions were derived and asked for acceptance of the revised proposal.

Mayor Menne asked about financial ramifications of the proposals and % increases for services per the different options. 
Motion Wartman, seconded Tiegs to approve the 4th option presented for a 5-year agreement with a 2-year opener clause added and instructed the city administrator to sign the contract with these revisions.  Motion carried.

Gary Crosby, Cara Bishop and Ken Preuhs appeared before the council to ask for permit fee waivers for 608, 611 and 662 Turner Drive single family housing unit construction.
Motion Tiegs, seconded Wartman to waive the fees for these residential properties provided the permit is applied by December 31, 2018 and a certificate of Occupancy issued by June 30, 2019.  Motion carried
Jennifer Kolter submitted her request for a revolving loan for her business at 522 Main Street; the Henderson Healing Hub.

Motion Tiegs, seconded Wartman to approve the $10,000 Henderson Healing Hub application for 10 years, semiannual payments, 3% interest.  Kolter to provide a personal guarantee, a lease be signed for the building space for at least 10 years, that proof of approval of a bank note be provided indicating other costs will be covered and that a UCC be filed.  Motion carried.
Cory James of ISG reported on South 6th Street project-recommended paying the bill as submitted and approving Change Orders 1 and 2.  Still cleanup and sod worked needed.
Motion Wartman, seconded Tiegs to approve the Cory James recommendations.  Motion carried.
City Administrator reported on activity report, housing study presentation, insurance policy updates (volunteer policy approved), discussions with Le Sueur on Treatment plant, flood mitigation meeting with MNDOT, water tank proposals (stay with existing provider for now) other monthly activities and financial policies.
Fire district-meeting now third Monday every other month and MRVPUC meeting the second Wednesday monthly.
Motion Tiegs, seconded Wartman to approve the May end of month report.  Motion carried.
