MINUTES, HENDERSON CITY COUNCIL REGULAR MEETING, WEDNESDAY, JUNE 21, 2017
Meeting called to order at 7:00 P.M. by City Clerk/Administrator Lon Berberich at 7:00 P.M.  Present were council members Randy Tiegs, Robyn Geldner and Jim Wartman.  Also present were Police Chief Karl Haugen, Patricia Steckman and Sven Mattson.
.
Motion Tiegs, seconded Wartman to approve minutes from the May 24 meeting.  Motion carried.

Police Chief Haugen reported on monthly activities, modifying of reporting, status of nuisance inspections, bad accident, traffic control at the school and reducing speed of trucks, pedestrian traffic during roll ins (going to start using a whistle) and other monthly activities.
Sven Mattson representing Henderson Township presented Henderson Township Resolution 1-2017 regarding Access upon Ridge Road.  Motion Wartman, seconded Tiegs to acknowledge receipt of Henderson Township Resolution 1-2017.  Motion carried.

City Administrator reported on flood mitigation project (going to schedule a community presentation sometime in the next 3-4 months) activity report, Edberg permit (request to eliminate fee and status of sign permit) Wi-Fi project status, large item pickup, bids for park building project, Scrap Jack (going to schedule visit for the fall) and Jaguar options related to broadband.
Motion Tiegs, seconded Wartman to NOT approve waiver of fee related to Edberg permit.  Motion carried 3-0.  Motion Geldner, seconded Wartman to ALLOW sign on Edberg property as currently installed.  Voting in favor Geldner, Wartman-opposed Tiegs (thinks sign devalues adjacent properties and not appropriate).  Motion carried 2-1.

There were 4 bids for Bender Park Shelter project-all bids within revised estimate-Motion Geldner, seconded Tiegs to approve bid for $61,562 submitted by Top North Construction of Gaylord for the Bender Park Shelter Project per terms and conditions of the submittal. Motion carried.

Geldner and Tiegs reported on Henderson Fire District meeting: thought things went well; new fire fighter, plans for new engine pumper; working on SOP, cleaning and painting, district received bids for selling excess equipment.

Tiegs and Geldner reported on MRVPUC-financials are looking good; still lots of things up in the air.
Wartman reported that he talked to Tom Merkley and that the city is not interested in his exhibits at this time.

Geldner wants to see Pro Landscape spray less and stay at least 8’ away from playgrounds. and reported solar options will be presented at next meeting.

Discussion on “crazy” signs along fence at North 5th Street (city staff will have them removed); rain barrels and safety (Geldner will look into more environmentally sound alternative; cinder block removal along North 5th Street (investigated and many similar right of way instances adjacent to flowers and planting (no action taken) and who manages and oversees planting activities on public places (Bruce Gustafson in charge of Streets, Parks, and adjacent grounds/right of way-he works with Eileen Brandt on planting/landscaping, etc.)
