MINUTES, HENDERSON CITY COUNCIL REGULAR MEETING, WEDNESDAY, AUGUST 21, 2013
Meeting called to order at 7:00 P.M. by Mayor Paul Menne at the community meeting room.  Present were council members Randall Tiegs, Jeff Steinborn and James Brenno.  Also present were Cory James, Tom Phillips, Police Chief Randy Haken, Street Superintendent Nick Pollack, City Attorney Doug Nelson, Les Mediger, Karen Swenson, Karen Cameron, Jeff DuCharme, Les Trimbo, Q tec and Christensen and Laue, PA representatives, Tammy Linkert and Troy Koester.
Motion Tiegs, seconded Brenno approve minutes from the July 17 meeting.  Motion carried.
Police Chief Haken presented the July monthly report plus investigation of Mediger complaint, hiring of part time officers and other monthly activities.
City Attorney reported on joint powers fire agreement being discussed with attorney Christopher McNulty, Q-tec Service, Inc. representatives and other parties including Emergency Management Director Tom Phillips.  The consensus seemed to be to not take any acton at this time until more information is obtained on noise levels from the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency and to not consider relation options or other modifications at this time.  He also provided an update on the Joint Powers Fire Agreement.
Motion Brenno, seconded Tiegs to instruct city staff to obtain more information on noise levels and report back when that information becomes available and notify the interested parties present when this item would be addressed again.  While this information is gathered the siren shall be turned off and not sound at noon or 9 AM unless emergency conditions exist.  Motion carried..
City Administrator Berberich reported on administration of Sibley County ARMER grant  Maguire Iron contract; library wall project (postpone until October meeting); I & S memo, Sibley County Assessor information on certification, MDOH well inspection information and other monthly activities.
Motion Tiegs, seconded Brenno continue the agreement with Maguire Iron and use their services as needed.  Motion carried.

It looks like Berberich and Steinborn will be going to the September 17 SEDCO presentation.

Brenno and Tiegs reported on the MRVPUC.

Motion Tiegs, seconded Brenno to approve Mayor Menne’s appointment of Jeff Steinborn to the Henderson Library Board.   Motion carried.

Truck bids were tabled and will be further studied with models looked at and demonstrated

Mayor Menne discussed Personnel Committee meeting reviews and indicated Council Member Tiegs concerns were addressed and staff adjustment modifications were being looked at.

An annexation ordinance for park land recently donated by Sibley County will be submitted upon after review by the City Attorney
