-0MINUTES, HENDERSON CITY COUNCIL REGULAR MEETING, WEDNESDAY, September 17, 2018
Meeting called by Mayor Paul Menne at 7:00 P.M. Present were council members Jim Wartman, Kelly Braun, Robyn Geldner and Randy Tiegs.  Also present were Cory James, Bill Boese, Janet Boese, Ned and Mary Ann Pilling, Ted Mellby, Steve Fries, Troy Koester, Mr. and Mrs. Mike Malokiski, James Rosenthal, Mr. and Mrs. Dick Mediger, John Bumbalough, and Police Chief Karl Haugen.
Motion Tiegs, seconded Wartman to approve minutes from the August 15, 2018 meeting.  He is working on obtaining donations Motion carried.

Police Chief Haugen provided monthly report.  Discussion on new police car.
Ted Mellby asked the city council via letter and presentation to take a look at the alley behind his Main Street property for drainage.  Council member Braun will investigate and report.

Written request from Sibley County relating to SCORE funds (payment for recycle/compost program) and indications of moving the facility to the Sibley County Garage site in Henderson.
Adjacent residents (Boese’s, Pilling’s, Bumbalough, Mediger’s) indicated they did not want containers moved to the Sibley County Garage site in Henderson and others agreed (Rosenthal, Malokowshi’s).  They cited issues including zoning, lighting, open hours, nuisance and health, fencing, not city government responsibility, liability, law enforcement, security and other things.

Motion Braun, seconded Geldner to terminate the existing recycle container pickup agreement with Republic Services at the Market Street site effective September 30, 2018.  Motion carried.

Motion Tiegs, seconded Braun to inform Sibley County that it will no longer be accepting SCORE funds as of September 30, 2018 that are paid for providing recycle services for non-City of Henderson residents; that it does not endorse having a recycle site in the City of Henderson for non-residents and that it agrees with the concerns as recited above related to the location of a recycle site. Motion carried.
Once the site is decommissioned the fence along Sibley County 6 will be removed

Cory James reported on South 6TH Street project, pond area easement and Oak View Heights Second addition drainage area concerns (per the approved plat some ponding of water was expected to occur relative to lot grading on some lots in the addition).  He will work with WW Blacktop to close out the 6th Street project and get the easement agreements to the city attorney for review and completion.

James Rosenthal addressed the city council regarding water issues on his property in Oak View Heights second Addition and information on a rain garden to help with ponding water.  He will research and reach out to city staff for comments and input.  The original approved plat for Oak View Heights Second addition called for water ponding on the Rosenthal lot during certain rain events.

Mike Malokowski expressed his displeasure with burning at the compost site and volunteered his time and efforts to come up with a more appropriate solution to manage the site respecting the adjacent wetland, security, ease of use, cost, safety, health, liability, control, etc.

Burning will be discontinued at the site and a solution looked for to better manage the materials and use.

Al Christenson will be asked for his input as well as looking into how other sites like St. Peter, Faxon, etc. are operated and managed.

Review of the plat for 6 residential lots owned by Steve Fries and presented by Cory James of ISG.  After considerable discussion it was decided to pull the plat at this time until more information can be gathered.

Motion City Administrator reported on activity report, discussions with Le Sueur on treatment plant, flood mitigation status, meeting with FEMA on 2018 Disaster, mill/overlay on Westridge Boulevard (complete in September), Menne and Tiegs have refiled for Mayor/City Council, Bruce Gustafson is approved for full duty, Henderson Township correspondence and other monthly activities.
Discussion on MRVPUC meeting and activities-Arelender indicated fees and charges should be looked at more closely.
Geldner reported on securing paint grant for the library-John Anderson and Steve Fires are working on the project.  HHPC looking at locally designating the Henderson Public Library-hearing November 14.
Wartman reported on his outreach on native grass seeding and meeting with the DNR.  He is looking at getting a Pheasants Forever grant and doing the north section in 2018.  The existing wooden bride on the South 6th Street has been removed and a concrete crossing installed in its place.  MNCS student at meeting at future consideration should be given to appoint youth to committees.  They will be installing a recreation court in the bender Park vicinity and possibly using the Market street area right of way for recreational uses at the 1900 site.
HHPC will have special meeting November 8-pump house and hearing November 14-library designation. Mayor Menne reported that Commissioner Harder will be at an upcoming meeting to discuss flood mitigation.

Motion Wartman, seconded Geldner to approve the following city bills-motion carried.  Motion carried.
