MINUTES, HENDERSON CITY COUNCIL REGULAR MEETING, WEDNESDAY, October 17, 2018
Meeting called by Lon Berberich at 7:00 P.M. (Kelly Braun arrived at 7:25 PM and served as Acting Mayor).  Present were council members Jim Wartman, Robyn Geldner and Randy Tiegs.  Also present were Cory James, Janet Boese, Steve Fries, Glenna Fries, Al Christenson, Bobbie Harder, Dan Steuber, Kyle Iverson, Troy Koester and Police Chief Karl Haugen.
Motion Tiegs, seconded Geldner to approve minutes from the September 19, 2018 meeting.
Police Chief Haugen provided monthly report.  Discussion on new police car and donation resolution. He has posted job applications online for part time officer.  Motion Wartman, seconded Gelder to approve Resolution 2018-05 accepting donations for the police car.  Motion carried.

Tri County Solid Waste Officer Al Christenson and Sibley County Commissioner Bobbie Harder appeared before the council to discuss disposal of recycle material by township residents in the City of Henderson.  Christenson asked if the Henderson City Council would be interested in leasing their space across from the Henderson City garage if they incurred no costs or were absolved from liability.  After much discussion and several members of the audience speaking to this topic the answer was no.  (The neighbor adjacent to the previous location Sarah Schutte did say how nice and clean the site has looked since the recycle containers have been removed; Council Member Tiegs said he did not want it on city property and Geldner and Wartman agreed.  Kyle Iverson indicated the community was losing money not having the site; Commissioner Harder indicated she is looking at other options). The fence will be taken down in upcoming days.
Al Christenson then talked about the compost/brush site.  He is working on and is willing to help on signage; grinding materials is expensive but he is looking into sharing expenses; Tri County is reevaluating their goals and procedures; most other Tri County communities are dealing with similar issues.  Street Superintendent Bruce Gustafson will work with Al and residents to come up with a plan and present in December 2018 or January of 2019.
Dan Stueber, Cory James and Steve and Glenna Fries appeared before the council to discuss approval of the Woodland Addition Plat.  Things have been revised and the revisions are acceptable to the developer.

Motion Tiegs, seconded Geldner to approve the plat for Woodland Addition with the revisions as discussed-motion carried 3-0.
Motion Tiegs, seconded Wartman to waive building permit and WAC, SAC fees for the six lots in the development.  Motion carried 3-0.

Berberich will work with the Sibley County Assessor on land valuations.
Kelly Braun arrived at the meeting.

Motion Tiegs, seconded Gelder to accept a tax abatement program on the lots so that the values do not increase until a building has been constructed on the site.  Motion carried 4-0.

Motion City Administrator reported on activity report, discussions with Le Sueur on treatment plant (a special meeting will be set), flood mitigation status, meeting with FEMA on 2018 Disaster, mill/overlay on Westridge Boulevard (complete in September), delinquent and compulsory list for refuse/recycle policy (continue enforcing as is and inform resident/Republic), Sibley County correspondence on sale approval and closing of the South 6th Street project and other monthly activities.
Motion Tiegs, seconded Wartman to set a special meeting for Tuesday, November 13, 2018 at 7 PM to discuss MRVPUC, canvass election results and review/approve ditch/pond bids. Motion carried.

Discussion on South 6th Street project.  Council Member Tiegs did not think the project was completed properly with a hump in the road.

Motion Wartman, seconded Geldner to approve change order 3 on the project and close it out.  Motion carried 3-1 with Tiegs voting no.

Motion Wartman, seconded Geldner to approve Resolution 2018-06 to set property at 602 and 606 Beverly Circle for public auction per Sibley County request.  Motion carried

Discussion on MRVPUC meeting and activities-more on November 14.

Tiegs indicated new fire truck should be ready in November and the fire department is looking at equipment storage and that the department will conduct a levee burn in conjunction with native plantings.

Wartman is working on this planting project and securing a grant.
HHPC will have special meeting November 8-pump house and hearing November 14-library designation. 
Geldner asked about Main Street setbacks-matching those of abutting structure (s) if appropriate.
Motion Wartman, seconded Tiegs to approve the following city bills-motion carried.  Motion carried.
