Fries will also work with Berberich to come up with methods to clean the drainage pond including ownership and access in Maple Ridge Addition.

Marilee Peterson addressed the city council informing them of her candidacy for the Sibley County Auditor position.

City Administrator reported on activity report, the 2014 FEMA disaster, 2015 water project with change order, 2014C bond report and resolutions, Henderson city Garage inspection and appointments to the Henderson Historic Preservation commission, 
Motion Tiegs, seconded Steinborn, to approve Change Order 1 moving the substantial completion date of the 2015 water improvement/erosion repairs project to June 17, 2015.
