Motion Tiegs, seconded Brenno to approve the library agreement with Clyde and Delores Hagen for a $15,000 easement as submitted and to authorize the Mayor and City Clerk to enter into said agreement.  Motion carried 4-0.

Meeting dates changed for the Community Recreation meeting and Brenno is no longer able to attend.  Mayor Menne appointed himself to the committee.  Motion Braun, seconded Brenno to approve this appointment.  Motion carried.
