MINUTES, HENDERSON CITY COUNCIL REGULAR MEETING, 
WEDNESDAY, DECEMBER 17, 2014
Meeting called to order at 7:00 P.M. by Mayor Paul Menne at the community meeting room.  Present were council members Jeff Steinborn and  James Brenno.  Also present were Tim Nytes, Bobbie Harder, Nick Pollack, Andy Engan, Richard Engan, Troy Koester, Mr. and Mrs. Michael Makowski and Mr. and Mrs. Greg Kechely.
Motion Steinborn, seconded Brenno approve minutes from the November 13 and December 2, 2014 meetings.  Motion carried.
Written November report from Police Chief Haken presented.
Mayor Menne called the delinquent utilities hearing to order.  No one requested to speak. Mayor Menne adjourned the hearing.

Motion Steinborn, seconded Brenno to accept the delinquent accounts as presented and certify these accounts with the 2015 taxes payable through the delinquent amount as of December 31, 2014.  Motion carried.

Mayor Menne called the hearing to order on the proposed assessments for 20 lots in Oak View Heights second addition.  Tim Nytes and Mr. and Mrs. Greg Kechely, owners of 3 different lots in this subdivision indicated that would submit the appropriate documentation before December 31, 2014 making them eligible for the non-payment of fees in this subdivision.  Mr. and Mrs. Mike Makowski asked about assessment repayment procedures.  Mayor Menne adjourned the hearing.
Motion Steinborn, seconded Brenno. to approve the assessment as presented for 17 lots in the subdivision ($2500 payable over 2 years at 3.49%) for 2015.  Also to not assess the Nytes and Kechely lots in 2015 but if these owners do not comply with the building requirements to assess them $2500 payable in 2016.  Motion carried.
Richard and Andy Engan from Engan and Associates presented the Community Center Building Assessment. Motion Brenno, seconded Steinborn to approve the report as submitted.

Mayor Menne called the 2014 Budget and Truth in Taxation hearing to order.  No oral or written comments so Mayor Menne adjourned the hearing.
Motion Brenno, seconded Steinborn to approve Resolution 2014-16 adopting the 2015 payable tax levy.  Motion carried.

Motion Steinborn, seconded Menne to approve resolution 2014-17 adopting the 2015 budget.  Motion carried.

Review of the bids from the 2015 FEMA project; still discussing with FEMA representatives so no action taken.

Motion Brenno, seconded Steinborn to approve the bid of Parrott Contracting Inc. for doing 2014 disaster work for a cost of $32,120.  Motion carried.

Newly elected District 1 Sibley County Commissioner Bobbie Harder introduced herself.
City Administrator reported on activity report, Sibley County Municipalities meeting December 11 in New Auburn, 2015 preliminary comprehensive plan schedule, water project and disaster 4182 update and 2015 LSH Community Education Advisory Council meetings.
Steinborn reported on MRVPUC activities, the resignation of Brian Skok and that 2015 rates and budget are going to remain the same.
Menne report on joint CATV meeting with Le Sueur, said the meeting was very good and further information will be forthcoming.
