MINUTES, HENDERSON CITY COUNCIL, WEDNESDAY, November 20, 2019  

Meeting called to order at 7:00 P.M. by Mayor Paul Menne; present were council members Jim Wartman, Robyn Geldner and Janet Boese.  Also present were Troy Koester, Eileen Brandt, Jennifer Olson, Bob Pleisies,, Bruce Kelly and Lucy Meyer.
Motion Wartman, seconded Geldner to approve minutes from October 16, 2019 meeting.  Motion carried.
Acting Police Chief Bruce Kelly reported on monthly activities and announced that 2 candidates were recommended for city council interviews; suggestions on how he recommends the interviews should be conducted and agenda for a proposed special meeting.
Motion Geldner, seconded Wartman to set a special meeting for Thursday, December 5 at 6:30 PM to interview, take input and deliberate on the position of police chief for the City of Henderson.  Motion carried with Tiegs abstaining.

Motion Geldner, seconded Wartman to approve Resolution 2019-09 related to part time officers PERA eligible certification.  Motion carried.

City Administrator reported on activity report, discussions with Le Sueur and Attorney Vose on JPA/Wastewater agreement; FEMA on 2018 and 2019 Disasters (visit December 20), water piping, compost site, South 6th Street project JRB and HHPC, Minnesota state Historic Society letter relating to St. Jude’s church (library designation) and Department of Health Lead and Copper samples.
Extensive review and discussion regarding the 4 agreements associated with dissolving the joints powers entitled: 
JOINT POWERS BOARD DISSOLUTION AGREEMENT; SEWER WASTEWATER SERVICE CONTRACT; HENDERSON AND LE SUEUR FORCE MAIN AND LIFT STATION COST SHARE AGREEMENT; JOINT POWERS BOARD TRADE AGREEMENT. Motion Tiegs, seconded Boese to approve the 4 agreements above.  Motion carried.
Motion Geldner, seconded Wartman to earmark funds from the current 604 fund to pay for infiltration, inflow, storm water and related wastewater disposal issues and investigation of how to handle wastewater and storm water in the future.  Motion carried.

Motion Tiegs, seconded Boese to have Berberich and Geldner explore options to address the above needs.  Motion carried. 
Wartman reported that native grass planting-completed.
Wartman asked about the status of the emergency notification system.

Boese reported on Henderson Fire District meeting including new members and building status, door repairs and 2020 5% increase for contributions.
Boese reported on discussions with Sue Boehne on trophy relocation-will be bringing in more.

Mayor Menne reported on status of flood mitigation project, Senate committee visit and media coverage.
Mayor Menne reported on the Personnel Committee recommendation to increase salaries as follows for 2020:  police part time 3%, Lindsey Dhaene, Bruce Gustafson and James Kroehler 3% and Lon Berberich 5%.  Motion Wartman, seconded Geldner to approve the recommendation-motion carried 4-1 with Tiegs voting no.

Boese discussed blacktop on 8th Street.

Menne reported on school task force meeting-3-4 left before a final recommendation will be made.
