MINUTES, HENDERSON CITY COUNCIL, WEDNESDAY, September 16, 2020
Meeting called to order at 7:00 P.M. by Mayor Paul Menne; present were council members Janet Boese, Robyn Geldner, Jim Wartman and Randy Tiegs.  Also, present police Chief, Dimitri Ikonitski, Alex Schmidt, Rachel Wittrock, Jeff Steinborn, Adam Arnst, Steve Fries and Chris Knutson. Plus, Todd Hagen from Ehlers and Associates joined via Zoom. Social distancing methods were implemented and Zoom used.
Motion Tiegs, seconded Boese to approve the minutes from August 19, 2020 meeting. Motion carried.
Steve Fries requested exception to building permit fees and water and sanitary sewer connection fees for lots 1 and 2 in Westridge Development.  Motion Tiegs, seconded Wartman to approve the Fries request; motion carried. 

Fries also provided an update on turnaround and drainage in the new development in Maple Ridge Development.

Jeff Steinborn presented an application to remove water service at lots 9 and 10 in Block 47.  Motion Wartman, seconded Tiegs to approve-motion carried 4-0 with Menne abstaining.

Adam Arnst asked about the city hiring process for contractors posting signs that are offensive.  There currently is no policy in place-Council Member Geldner is going to investigate the matter and City Administrator Berberich was asked to get an option from the city attorney.
Police Chief Ikonitski presented August report.  There were questions on how ordinances are brought forward to the Henderson City Council and if the May ordinance related to rental licensing was submitted to the city attorney for review-the police chief indicated it was.
Chris Knutson from S.E.H. went over the latest information for the 2020 Sanitary Sewer/Utility/Street project including the breakdown of how fees and inspections from S.E.H. would be charged, their inspection schedule and future steps.  He also recommended to accept the low bid of GM Contracting of Lake Crystal be awarded-the bid for the project for $1,956,335.96.
Motion Boese, seconded Geldner to approve the S.E.H. proposal as submitted.  Motion carried.

Motion Geldner, seconded Wartman to approve the GM Contracting bid as submitted.  Motion carried

Todd Hagen went over financing for the improvement project via a Zoom presentation.

Motion Tiegs, seconded Wartman to approve Resolution 2020-6 related to the sale of $3,030,000 in General Obligation Bonds.  Motion carried.

Motion Wartman, seconded Geldner to approve Resolution 2020-7 to enter the MPFA Credit Enhancement Program for the bond sale.  Motion carried.

City Administrator went over activity report, FEMA projects, updated League of Cities COVID information including CARES funding, meeting with Budget and Finance and street sign program.  Discussion on spraying of walls and meeting and discussion on trees.
Wartman, Tiegs and Geldner discussed Park Board meeting and application for MNDOT grant of landscaping and trees.
Mayor Menne discussed zoom meeting discussion with Ridgeview Medical staff.

Geldner discussed use of Henderson Public Library space and request for space to be used by an MNCS student-after discussion and obtaining additional information the consensus was to keep indoor public meeting spaces closed other than for City of Henderson meetings while the Governor Executive Order remains in place.

Budget and Finance presented bond fund balance, current and future projected tax levy and continue to work with Ehlers and Associates on financial planning as well as a preliminary COVID 19 budget expenses plan.
